The Divine Word Missionaries, the sponsoring body of Sing Yin Secondary School is
an international Catholic sotyeof priests and brothers. It was founded by a German priest,
Fr. Arnold Janssen in 1875 and China was the first mission of this new society. Since the
first two missionaries landed in Hong Kong in 1879, the society has grown steadily and
there are now @r five thousand priests and brothers working in more than fifty countries
around the world.

Sing Yin Secondary School gets its name from the Bible. The Gospel of John opens
with the words Aln the beginning wWadkwhd he W
became man in the person of Jesus Christ. For Christians, He is the Way, the Truth and the
Life.

Sing Yin is a Catholic school and, following the teaching of Jesus, special emphasis is
given to moral education and community service.

won the second prize in the Imagine Club Contest organized by MicrdseftQuiz Team

won top prizes as usualt won 4 championships3 second and 4 third prizes in quiz
contests. In an LCCI book keeping examination, one student was ranked first in the world
and another ranked secoi@ur students also won hundreds of prizes in speech fesiivals
which 8 were championsn particular,a student was the Champion in a Public Speaking
contest, and another was the Champion in a writing contest. Also, four students received the
Best Student in Kwun Tong Award.

The Chinese Chess team won 3 championships and a merit prize. The Go teamfirgin the
and second prizes in a Go contest. In a competition oriented towards creativity, our team
won the Best in Application Technique in Creative Vblog Competition.

Our achievement in Sports actids remained at a high standa@ur C Grade swimming

team was the Champion. Overall the swimming team came second. The B Grade and C
Grade athletics team both came third. Overall it was the second tumn€&he badminton

team, basketball team and tabdanis team competed in Division One. Only one team
compéed in Division Three. While the tabtennis team will compete in a lower division

next year, the swimming team will be promoted to Division One. This year also saw the
formation of the handball team. Its C Grade team came fourth, a good result cogstderin
being a new team. Because of our very significant improvement over the last few years, we
won the Most Progressive Award in the Bauhinia Bowl Cont#is¢ premier sports award

for Hong Kong schools.



Also noteworthy was that a F1 student won a changhip in a sports climbing
competition and one student won a third prize in a taekwondo contest. The fencing team
won a second prize. All these were breakthroughs.

The good performance in sports activities was not restricted to sportsmen. In the School
Physical Fithess Award Scheme, our students obtained 434 gold, 419 silver and 198 bronze
awards.

Public examination results wevery good For the HKCEE, the five passes percentage was
97.9% and the credit percentage w484%. There were 42 students §9.3%) with 14

points or above. For the AL examination, the overall credit percentagdawds and the
percentage of students meeting the minimum university entrance requirement was 98%
Indeed 73 (84%) students were admitted to local university degrgeapre and 9 (10%)

were admitted to other programs.

Although the EDB no longer mandates it, stél carried out the APASO survey. Results
revealed that we were better at raisademic aspesbf education than the average in Hong
Kong. We continued to sueed in cultivating values we cherish in our studefisr
studentéself-concepts, personal values, study skills, social skills, attitude towards others,
leaderships, moral concept and behaviour were all better than the Hong Kong average.
However their attudes towards school were slightly below the average.

Our efforts and achievements in all aspects of education were clearly appreciated by
stakeholders, as reflected in tBakeholderSurvey. Students, parents and teachersatkd

our curriculum, thdearning outcomes, the school culture and all other items better than 3,
the midpoint of the rating scalParents were particularly impressed by our school culture.
They gave a rating of 4.12 in this regald. particular, teachers found their teaching
strategies, knowledgeattitude performance assessmeand the teaching of learning
strategiesto be very good. Teachers also thought highly of cumriculum planning,
curriculum management, student learnischool culturestaff development, staff appsai,

Attracted by the good education we provi@@8 Primary 6 students applied for our F1
discretionaryplaces Yet compared to the last school year, there was a drop of 100
applicants. probably caused by two factors. First there was close to a 10% drop in primary
six students brought about by a declining birth rate. Then some parents decitiedmize

their chance of admission to their first choice school while forfeiting the chance to be



admitted by their second choice. Like last year, sagiplicants were admittedhrough

central allocation, 130 more students were assigned to us. AdectVea last yeas
experience, a few students did not report for registration, so we decided to open the
application for school places after the release of results again this year. There were 58
applicants. A few were admitted

On the management side, iyatampus improvement programs and system reviews were
completedIn particular, all the iron frame windows were replaced by aluminium windows,
and the janitor room was completely renovated.

At the end of the school year, 3 teachers left us. Mrs. Wong h @/an retired after
working for over 20 years in Sing Yin. Mr. Hui Hau Wai and Miss Sou Ngar Wing left of
their own accord.

Report on School Level Projects

Threemajor concerns were listed in the Z6@008 school year leading tosevenschool
level projectsAll projectswere successfully implementedlthough one or two might not
be carried out fullyA more detaégdreport follows.

1.

Responsibilities and Rights Project

All committed programs were impleanted.A talk on the captioned issue was held

for all students in the MiYear Prize Presentation Ceremony. The major theme was
that for every right, there is a corresponding responsibility, especially for young men.
To enjoy a right, it is important to ka up theresponsibilitiesfirst. This idea was
realized in the environmental monitor scheme. In order to enjoy cleaner classrooms,
students must not throw rubbish around. In addition, they had to take turns to sweep
the floor of classrooms to remind thesh their responsibilities. In order to enjoy a
better life by minimizing global warming, they had to reduce the consumption of
energy, so aiconditioners in classrooms could only be turned on when the heat index
rose above 25.5 degree. Both measures eféeetive. Classrooms were cleaner. And

we reduced the use of electrical energy by about 40000 units. As a result, there was a
reduction in carbon dioxide emission of about 50000 pounds, approximatelP%o

of the annual total. Of course, another majoentk was to enhance studénts
responsibility. As measured by detention records, irresponsible acts fell by 11.3%.
The severity of late library books also improved by about 10% as revealed by overdue
fines collected. Our quest for more responsible behavimssucceeded.

Staff Development Project

Two staff development days were held to prepare for the NSS curriculum. One was
held by Sing Yin on ways to improve the English standard of our students. In the
second, twenty one of our middle managers pbitiee workshop organized by EDB

on the implementation of NSS. The rest discussed gaps in the NSS curriculum that
should be filled by our own curriculum. Six new middle managers also went through
two sessions of inschool training on management skills. Ngtall our EMI teachers

had attained the language standard set by the EDB, all 40 of them took part in a
phonetics course in an effort to raise their standards further.

Learning Projects

The pilot scheme on Small Group English Learning was extetal&€®. Statistical
analysis showed that the experimental group performed at the same level as the
control group in the HKCEE. Perhaps the group size of 27 was not small enough.
Perhaps it needs a longer time frame for effects to shesults did suggeshat the

writing scores of the experimental group were getting better. Hopefully we will have
chances to test these ideas in the future. In the meantime we will continue with the
small group teaching arrangement as it definitely reduces the workloadcbértea
meeting the stated goal set by the EDB. More sports skills were filmed and placed on
We-tube. A Sports and Science Project application was submitted to the QEF a short
while ago. We are still waiting for a reply. The Supervisor, Principal, the Stody



Coordinator and 22 students went to Manila in July. It was our first oversea study tour
by air. It was also our first ever carboegative trip, a measure that echoes our
climate and weather project. We visited the St. Jude Catholic School and a post
secondary theological institute run by the SVD. Students learned much about the
work of our sponsoring body. We also visited a former garbage dump, near which a
public housing estate was built. Students were upset about the poverty faced by the
residentsthere. Other experiences and trips, including a tour to the smallest active
volcano in the world, deepened studékisowledge about the Philippines in regard

to its economy, history, geography, ecology, politics, education and so on.

4.  Climate and Weattr Projects

We have signed a contract to join the Green Top project. If everything goes well, we
will build a roof top garden three years from now. We have also joined the Climate
Cool Project run by the British Council. Students attended workshopsiaed falks.

They also took part in a related poster design competition and won the championship.
In addition, more sensors were added to our Automatic Weather Station and we
bought carbon credits such that our study tours were carbon negative toungsall t
measures should help our students to develop an awareness of the importance of
reversing thedeterioratingclimate. They should also help to alleviate the problem,
ever so slightly.

5.  Parent Education Projcet

The Principal gave a talk on helpinidents to study. About 200 parents, mostly of

F1 students, took part. Together with the social workers and other teachers, he
organized or conducted two workshops, one on game addiction and the other on
socialization problems. As they were designed arocask studies, the original
number of participants was set at 7. But many parents would like to join. At the end, 3
sessions were held for each workshop. TheCraicourse was also held. It had about

10 participants.

6. Equipment Upgrade and Enhancemerdject

Some of the computers and projectors were upgraded. As one server had broken
down, we had to replace it. The Muitym in the fitness room and the TV in the
covered playground were replaced. Additional video editing equipment was acquired.

7. Campus Improvement Project

The Art Room and the Chapel were renovated. The fan guards and the aquarium tank
near the supervisé room were replaced, but the classroom doors and the wire gauze
fence have yet to be repainted. In addition, the EDB helped uvsplace all steel
windows with aluminium windows, replace the floor surfaces of staff rooms 2 and 3,
and renovate the janit@rroom.

Also we have set up the Liberal Studies Department. Among 22 volunteers, we selected 12
to form the teaching team. Thepartment head and the assistant department head were also
appointed. For the BU9 school years, they do not have lessons in this subject. Teaching



will start in 2009. In the mean time, the teachers have to undergo training and prepare for
the new curgulum.

Summing up, | would conclude by saying thatir programmes were successfully
implemented with good outcomes. For details, please refer to later sections.

In this school year, we finally received the report of the External School Review. It has hig
regards for all 3 major aspects of our school operations. Sing Yin has good management,
appropriate teaching and learning strategies as well as good support for students to facilitate
their whole person development. Studép&sformance is also commerda They are well
behaved, friendly and confident. They perform splendidly in public examinations, with
above average results even when compared to schools with similar student intake. They win
many prizes in extracurricular activities. The achievemesports activities has also risen

to a high plateau after they have won many regional championships in many fields.

All'in all, the report confirmed what we always beliewbat Sing Yin is a good school.

Certainly, we still have some inadequacies taocame and much room for improvement,
but that will not stop our quest to provide a world class education for our students.

Assignments anBeading Habit

Our students worked on a variety of assignmergsercises, projects, book reports,
preparation for presentations etc. But the workload was reasonable. This year, our F1,
F2, F3, F4 and F6 students spentaverage 67, 86, 89, 111 and 134 minutes per day
respectively on assignments. Of course, they were also expected to take up subject
related self study on their own such as watching English TV news, reading
newspapers and books. The time for these tasksN®T included in the quoted
statistics.

In view of the effectiveness of a pilot reading program conducted in the @004
school year in raising the academic standards of students, all F1 to F4 students were
requested to contribute 4 books to their gldisraries. They could borrow books with

the utmost ease, to encourage them to read for about 45 minutes per deiwdéhes

also borrowed 18370 books from the school library. On average, each student
borrowed 5.0 books,a few percent higher than thest school year.

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Support For Students

Sing Yin adopts a whole school approachupport students. Every staff membeyachers,

office staff, teaching assistants, and janitors are there to help our students. Students are also
encouraged to help fellow schoolmates. Students in need can approach any staff member or
suitable fellow studes for help. Of course, there are times when professional help should

be provided. In these cases, students will be referred to our school social workers.

For daily life problems, students can approach fellow students for help. Our Sing Yin
Pioneers, Prefcts, Student Association and Club officials are all there to help. Of course,
Class Teacher and subject teachers are there to help too.

Any student who wishes to talk oveersonaproblem is encouraged to do so with his Class
Teacher. However, if thewlent should, for any reason, prefer to talk to someone other
than his Class Teacher, he may then apprdashsubject teachers @ member of the
committees listed below

a. Guidance Committee it aims to help students develop positive sslihcepts,
achieve personal growth and interpersonal skills, and realize their own potential to
the full. A team of counselling teachers, together with the social worker, organize
and conduct both preventive and developmental programmes for the students to
achieve tese objectives. The programmes include personal growth groups, peer
tutoring groups, leadership training camps, study skill workshop and orientation
programmes. The Committee also organize Parents' Day to promote better
communication between school andrgrds. Recently the school adopts the
"Whole School Approach to Guidance" to provide better service to the students.

b. Careers Guidanceit aims to prepare students to make sound decisions on further
education and career opportunities. Through visitsrganizations and exhibitions,
talks, seminars and video shows, information on education, employment and
training opportunities is disseminated to assist students in making the right choice.

C. Discipline Committee- it aims to ensure good manners agubd order in each
classroom and throughout the school, to foster a healthy school culture in which
effective teaching and learning can take place. Students are encouraged to develop
self-discipline, to respect the rights and property of others and &m &t high
standard of behaviour. They shall be responsible for their own behaviour and
breaches of school rules may incur some penalty. However punishment will be
accompanied by efforts to teach students the appropriate behaviour so that they can
learn b be sekdisciplined.

Using donated
funds or our own funds, we offer financial subsidy for needy students to support their
extracurricular activities organized by Sing Yin, including training courses, study tours and
graduate dinners. Elacyear, we spend abow00,000 dollars on these subsidids.
particular, in the 20008 schoolyear, we used $ 49396 from the Schaskd Afteischool
Learning and Support Programme to subsidize 65 needy students. The $83311 from the
Jockey Club Life WidelLearning Fund helped subsidize another 144 students.

Through theive groups mentioned in the above paragrapt programs run by the
Social Service Coordinating Commitie426 students provided132 hours of
service in this school yearhe service hour exceeded the standard of 2000 hours set
by the Heart to Heart Programme organized by the Volunteer Movement, which we
joined in 2006. Our students also helped raise $79814.7 for charity organizations,
much more than the last school yeacéuse of the earthquake in Sichuan and
Myanmar Cyclone. 83 students donated bldodparticular, two students had the
chance to serve as volunteers in the Beijing Olympics.

Our studentSperformance in social service has shown much improvement over last
year. Yet compared to other schools with over 74% of students taking part in
community service and an average of 24 hours per student taking up services, there
is clearly much room for improvement.

We carried out the said survey in February 2008inted to measure how good we
were in providing noracademic education to our students. Students in each form
were randomly assigned to about 5 groups. Each group completed a particular set of
guestionnaires.

Results revealed that we succeeded in culhgathe values we cherish in our
students. We were better at most+amademic aspects of education than the average
in Hong Kong. Of 26 ratings, we were better at 25. Our studeatf concepts,
personal values, study skills, social skills, attitude towanthers, leaderships, moral
concept and behaviour were all better than or equal to the Hong Kong averages.
Their attitudes towards school was a little below average, though. This was likely to
be a statistical fluctuation, as the difference was only.0.03

The web based APASO system supports the goals of life and attitudes towards job
again. So a random group of our F6 and F7 students did the survey. For some ratings,
one cannot say whether a high rating is better or worse. But in general, we would
say that our students share the attitudes of what we teach. Although we would hope
for a higher rating iriideliver good serviaein their jobs.
